McKinney-Vento Parent-Student Rights

Idaho public schools provide an educational environment that treats all students with dignity and respect.
Every student experiencing a transition in housing shall have access to the same free and appropriate
educational opportunities as students who are not experiencing a transition in housing. This commitment to
the educational rights of children, youth, and unaccompanied youth applies to all services, programs, and
activities provided or made available.

Understanding Your Student’s Rights
The McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act ensures that children and youth experiencing homelessness
have access to a free and appropriate public education. Here are some key rights under this act:

1. Immediate Enrollment: Your child has the right to enroll in school immediately, even if you lack the
necessary documents such as proof of residency, immunization records, or school records.

2. School Stability: Your child has the right to remain in their school of origin (the school they attended
when permanently housed or the school in which they were last enrolled) if it is in their best interest.

3. Transportation: Your child has the right to receive transportation to and from their school of origin.

4. Access to Services: Your child has the right to receive the same educational services and programs as
other students, including special education, gifted and talented programs, and school meals.

5. Dispute Resolution: If you disagree with the school’s decisions regarding your child’s eligibility, school
selection, or enrollment, you have the right to dispute the decision, and your child must be enrolled in
the school you choose while the dispute is being resolved.

How a Student Qualifies for McKinney-Vento Status
A student qualifies for McKinney-Vento status if they lack a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence.
This includes children and youth who are:

o Sharing housing due to loss of housing, economic hardship, or a similar reason.

o Living in motels, hotels, trailer parks, or camping grounds due to the lack of alternative adequate
accommodations.

e Living in emergency or transitional shelters.

¢ Abandoned in hospitals.

o Living in a public or private place not designed for or ordinarily used as a regular sleeping
accommodation for human beings.

e Living in cars, parks, public spaces, abandoned buildings, substandard housing, bus or train stations,
or similar settings.
